General transmission may occur:

Through close contact between colleagues, pupils and visitors and touching contaminated surfaces.
	· Frequent hand washing promoted.

· Hand sanitiser available in classrooms, shared spaces, entrance and exit points.

· Frequent cleaning of surfaces that pupils/staff touch.

· Handwashing/sanitising before using the toilet, as well as after.

· Disposable tissues available in classrooms.

· Bins for tissues emptied at the end of each day.
· Staff, parents and visitors informed of the measures in place to reduce transmission. 
· Thorough cleaning of rooms at end of the day.

· Ventilation in the building maximised by opening windows, doors or using ventilation units.

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	· Review COSHH assessment for hand sanitiser and cleaning materials.

· Review cleaning schedules.

· Signage used to promote hygiene (respiratory and hand) and social distancing.

· Review stocks of soap, hand sanitiser, tissues.

· Review bins on site, consider replacing with foot operated.
· Ensure increased ventilation measures do not compromise pupil or staff safety.

	Everyone on site
	· Anyone who has symptoms must get a PCR test and isolate. 
· A child with symptoms will be sent home and requested to have a PCR test.  Siblings will not be required to isolate.  They may get a test. 

· Close contacts will be informed by NHS track and trace to get a PCR test.  They will not need to isolate while waiting for results. 
· If there is a positive case in a household, all members may test daily, but continue attending work/school if negative.  Only the positive case needs to isolate.
· Lateral Flow testing available for staff and households.  Staff will be asked to test twice a week.

· Although face masks are no longer required, individuals may choose to wear them if they want to.

· All control measures (bubbles, facemasks, social distancing and isolation periods) will be reviewed and increase if an outbreak occurs (more than 5 cases in school)
	
	· Parents will be asked to keep children at home if they have symptoms of Covid and get a PCR test.
· Staff will be asked to stay at home if they have symptoms and get a PCR test.

Outbreak Management Plan:

· control measures are increased if more than 5 people test positive.

· PHE will be informed about positive cases and advice will be provided

Transmission may occur when providing First Aid 
	· Wash/sanitise hands before and after treating a casualty.

· Wear disposable gloves, disposable apron, fluid resistant surgical mask and eye protection where there is a risk of respiratory droplets splashing into the eyes due to repeated coughing or vomit.

· When performing CPR phone an ambulance and use compression only CPR until the ambulance arrives. 

If a decision is made to perform mouth-to-mouth ventilation, use a resuscitation face shield where available.

We accept that doing rescue breaths will increase the risk of transmitting the COVID-19 virus, either to the rescuer or the child. However, this risk is small compared to the risk of taking no action as this will result in certain cardiac arrest and the death of the child.

Transmission may occur when supervising pupils taken ill with symptoms of COVID-19 and need direct personal care until they return home.
	· Increase ventilation in the room if possible.

· PPE provided for supervising adult: 
· Use a room, not in use by anyone else.

· Fluid resistant surgical mask if a 2-metre distance cannot be maintained. 
· Where contact with the pupil is needed: Fluid resistant surgical mask, disposable gloves and disposable apron.

	· Maintain stocks of PPE. Where this is not available contact Local Resilience Forum/LA.
· Supervising adult instructed on the safe “donning and doffing” of PPE.

· Consider using first aiders to supervise to reduce numbers of staff who need access to PPE.

	Where harm is unlikely or seldom to occur and/or minor injury could result e.g. cuts, bruises, strain
	No action or low priority action
